The NSW Premier’s Prizes for Science & Engineering recognise excellence in science and engineering, and reward leading researchers and educators for cutting-edge work that has generated economic, environmental, health, social or technological benefits for New South Wales.

The top award is the NSW Premier’s Prize for Scientist of the Year, presented to an outstanding individual who has made a significant contribution to the advancement of science or engineering that has the potential to benefit the people of New South Wales. The 2020 Scientist of the Year will receive a trophy and $60,000 in prize money.
A further nine categories award a trophy and $5000 in prize money: 
1. Excellence in Mathematics, Earth Sciences, Chemistry or Physics
2. Excellence in Biological Sciences (Ecological, environmental, agricultural and organismal)

3. Excellence in Medical Biological Sciences (Cell and molecular, medical, veterinary and genetics)

6. NSW Early Career Researcher of the Year (Physical Sciences)
7. Leadership in Innovation in NSW
8. Innovation in NSW Public Sector Science and Engineering
9. Innovation in Science or Mathematics Teaching in NSW
